Blade Installation (Fig. B)

A WARNING: When mounting the saw blade wear
protective gloves. danger of injury when touching the
saw blade.

A WARNING: Use only T type blades. Using blades other
than T type blades cause insufficient tightening of the
blade, resulting in a serious personal injury.

1. Push the saw blade locking lever 3 upward.

2. With teeth facing forward, insert the shank of the saw blade
into the blade holder as far as it will go.

3. Release the lever.

4. Check to ensure blade is secure before cutting. A loose saw
blade can fall out an lead to injury.

Adjusting the Shoe for Bevel Cuts (Fig. C)
WARNING: Never use the tool when the shoe is loose or
removed. The shoe plate can be set to a left or right bevel
angleofup to 45 °.

To Set the Bevel Angle

. Pull the shoe beveling lever @ out and away from the saw
to unlock the shoe ® as shown in Figure C.

. Slide the shoe forward to release it from the 0 ° positive
stop position.

. The shoe can be beveled to the left or to the right and has
detentsat 15°,30 °and 45 °.

4. Set the shoe to the desired bevel angle. Use a protractor to
verify angle accuracy.

5. Push the shoe beveling lever back towards the saw to lock
the shoe.

To Reset the Shoe for Straight Cuts
1. Pull the shoe beveling lever @ out and away from the saw
to unlock the shoe © as shown in Figure C.
2. Rotate shoe to an angle of approximately 0 ° and then pull
shoe backwards to engage the 0 ° positive stop.
3. Push the shoe beveling lever back towards the saw to lock
the shoe.

Instructions for Use
WARNING: Always observe the safety instructions and
applicable regulations.

WARNING:
Make sure your workpiece is well secured. Remove
nails, screws and other fasteners that may damage
the blade.

For optimal results, move the tool smoothly and
constantly over the workpiece. Do not exert lateral
pressure on the saw blade. Keep the shoe flat on the
workpiece and lead the cord away in line with the tool.
When sawing curves, circles or other round shapes,
push the tool gently forward.
Wait until the tool has come to a standstill before
removing the saw blade from the workpiece. After
sawing the blade may be very hot. Do not touch.

Proper Hand Position (Fig. D)

Proper hand position requires one hand on the front handle 12,
with the other hand on the main handle 3.

Switching On and Off (Fig. A)

To switch the tool on, squeeze the trigger switch @'.
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For continuous operation, squeeze the trigger switch then
depress the lock-on button 2. Once lock-on button is
depressed, release the trigger switch.

To switch the tool off, release the trigger switch. To switch
the tool off, when in continuous operation, squeeze the
trigger and the lock will disengage.

Variable Speed Control (Fig. A, E)

WARNING: If the tool is operated continuously at low
speeds for a long time, the motor will get overload and
heated up.
A speed control dial @ is located on the trigger for the DWE249
and on the top of the saw for the DWE349. The speed increases
as the dial is turned from a low speed setting of 1 to a high
speed setting of 6.
Refer to the table to select the proper speed for the workpiece
to be cut. However, the appropriate speed may differ with the
type or thickness of the workpiece. In general, higher speeds
will allow you to cut workpieces faster but the service life of the
blade will be reduced.

Cutting Action - Orbital or Straight (Fig. A)
WARNING: Check that the tool is not locked ON before
connecting it to a power supply. If the trigger switch is
locked on when the tool is connected to the power supply,
it will start immediately. Damage to your tool or personal
injury may result.

This jig saw is equipped with four cutting actions, three orbital

and one straight. Orbital action has a more aggressive blade

motion and is designed for cutting in soft materials like wood
or plastic. Orbital action provides a faster cut, but with a less
smooth cut across the material. In orbital action, the blade
moves forward during the cutting stroke in addition to the up
and down motion.

NOTE: Metal or hardwoods should never be cut in orbital action.

Setting the Pendulum Stroke
1. Move the pendulum stroke selectorr @ between the four
cutting positions: 0, 1,2, and 3.
2. Position 0'is straight cutting.
3. Positions 1, 2, and 3 are orbital cutting.

The aggressiveness of the cut increases as the lever is adjusted
from one to three, with three being the most aggressive cut.

Removable Shoe Sleeve (Fig. F)

The non-marring shoe sleeve 5 should be used when cutting
surfaces that scratch easily, such as laminate, veneer, or

paint. It can also be used to protect the shoe surface during
transportation and storage.

To attach shoe sleeve, place the front of the shoe ® into the
front of the shoe sleeve and lower the jig saw as shown in
Figure F. The shoe sleeve will click securely onto the rear of

the shoe.

To remove shoe sleeve, grasp the sleeve from the bottom at the
two rear tabs and pull down and away from the shoe.

Hints for Optimum Use

Sawing laminates

As the saw blade cuts on the upward stroke, splintering may
occur on the surface closest to the shoe plate.

Use a fine-tooth saw blade.

Saw from the back surface of the workpiece.

To minimize splintering, clamp a piece of scrap wood or
hardboard to both sides of the workpiece and saw through
this sandwich.

Sawing metal
Be aware that sawing metal takes much more time than
sawing wood.
Use a saw blade suitable for sawing metal.
When cutting thin metal, clamp a piece of scrap wood to the
back surface of the workpiece and cut through this sandwich.
Spread a film of oil along the intended line of cut for easier
operation and longer blade life. For cutting aluminum,
kerosene is preferred.

Rip/Circle Cutting (Fig. G, H)

Ripping and circle cutting without a pencil line is easily done with
the rip fence / circle guide (not included; available at extra cost).
Using the screw supplied with the accessory guide, position and
thread the screw into the shoe to clamp the fence securely.
When ripping, slide the rip fence under the screw from either
side of the saw. Set the cross bar at desired distance from blade
and tighten screw. For ripping, the cross bar should be down and
against the straight edge of the workpiece.

When circle cutting, adjust rip fence so that distance from blade
to hole in fence arm is at the desired radius and tighten screw.
Place saw so that hole in fence arm is over center of circle to be
cut (drill hole for blade or cut inward from edge of material to
get blade into position). When saw is properly positioned, drive

a small nail through hole in fence arm. Using rip fence as a pivot
arm, begin cutting circle. For circle cutting, the cross bar should
be up.
